Important facts about the course:

1.
There are up to six participants each rotation.

2.
When the political climate is deemed safe for travel, participants spend a week living in Cd. Victoria, Mexico while working with faculty on projects at the children’s hospital, Hospital Infantil de Tamaulipas. Although there are 16-20 hours of direct patient care in US clinics, the focus of this elective is not direct patient care, but instead a focus on the public health issues involved in children's health. It is an attempt to take the residents out of the clinical setting to look at what is driving health and disease in any given community. Faculty escort participants to Cd. Victoria and return to pick them up.
3.
Residents do not need a Texas Medical License.

4.
Residents need to have their program provide verification of their In-Training Permit or License and verification of medical liability coverage by their home institution.

5.
Residents need to make sure that their home institution will continue to pay their salary while they are on this International Elective.

6.
Residents must have a valid passport.

7.
Costs: Residents receive a $250 stipend. Housing is provided. Residents will need to cover their own travel from their home institution to Brownsville and back home. Residents will need to cover their food costs and recreation. International bridge crossing costs $2.50 each time you cross. There is no cost for the course itself.

8.
Flights: There are several options in flying to Brownsville, Texas. Continental Airlines flies directly into Brownsville. Continental and Southwest Airlines fly into Harlingen, Texas (30 minutes away). Continental and American Airlines fly into McAllen, Texas (60 minutes away).

9.
Please make sure your insurance covers international medical flight insurance. This covers air transport in case of an emergency.
